Pastor ’s Discret ionary Fund  

The Pastor's Discretionary Fund was established to enable the pastor to have 
access to money to be used for needs that are not typically funded from other 
sources and that seem to arise quickly.  For example, the pastor may learn of a 
need to assist someone with a medical, utility, or rent bill.  Sometimes these 
needs arise within the congregation, or they may just be a person or family in 
the community that needs a little short-term assistance.  Most of the money 
given from the discretionary fund helps people within three miles of Mafair. All 
of it is used to help people within the greater Kingsport area. When Pastor 
Adam learns of these needs, he can quickly make a decision to use a small 
amount of money from the fund to meet a critical need without holding a 
meeting or obtaining a committee decision to address the issue.  At the end of 
January 2024, the balance in the Discretionary Fund was $2,178.46. Contact 
Adam if you have questions about this fund or want more information about 
how the money is used to meet the needs in the community.  Your donations to 
this fund will help Mafair reach further into the community to help those who are 
struggling.
